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Course Description

Art 102 - Fundamentals of Art is an introductory,
general education art survey course which explores the
fine and applied arts through studies in the elements
and principles of design, basic art skills and media,
aesthetic awareness, art criticism, art in society, and
arts heritage (including nonwestern multicultural arts).
The course includes a mix of art theory and history
with hands-on art experiences.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Upon completion of Art 102 - Fundamentals of Art,
students will know and be able to:

1. Use the elements and principles of design in two-
dimensional hands-on art assignments in a range of art
media.

2. Articulate and apply the vocabulary of design in
assignments related to the history of American
architecture, advertising, folk and ethnic arts, and tine
art forms.

3. ldentity contributions of nonwestern and women
artists in the history of art, as well as the increasing role
technology plays in the visual arts.
