TThis course directs its attention to the understanding of the Western artistic tradition through
painting, sculpture and architecture extending over a period of centuries from ancient
civilizations though the Gothic period, leading up to the Renaissance. Philosophical and 

aesthetic concepts will be explored through the historical progression of art.
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r To develop an awareness of philosophical and objective concepts of art as it relates to each 
civilization.

r To develop in the student a historical sense of the arts as expressed through styles, 
movements, and schools. 

r To form a structured analysis of art criticism as it reflects the philosophical and cultural 
attitudes of the time.
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r To afford the student a thorough grasp of the following periods: Prehistoric, Ancient Near East,
Egyptian, Agean, Greek, Etruscan, Roman, Byzantine, Islamic, Early Medieval, Romanesque, 
and Gothic.

r To acquaint the student with the social significance of art.
r To enrich the student’s art vocabulary. 
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r Presentation of this course will be primarily through slide lectures and discussion.
