Conclusions Drawn from Data: 
Students in the Spring 2019 cohort did not meet the criteria for success for this Learning 
Outcome. The results showed that none of the students completed the writing portion of the 
ETS Proficiency exam.  
 
Changes to be Made Based on Data: 
Based on this data, more of a stronger emphasis will be placed on having students complete the 
assessment in MRD 404 (where the exam is currently implemented) or in another course. 
Students may be more likely to be more invested in taking the exam if structures are put in 
place (point value system, deadlines, etc.) where they feel compelled to complete it. Further 
exploration of what structures would encourage completion will be analyzed.
