Catalogue Course Description:
“Within the context of Christian origins, an overview of the canonical literature of the New Testament
with special attention to its literary history and theological themes,”

This course is one of the components of the General Education Program at PLNU, under the category
of “Responding to the Sacred.” By including this course in a common educational experience for
undergraduates, the faculty supports the “study of Scripture and Christian heritage as foundational in
the pursuit of knowledge and the development of personal values.”

Course Outcomes:
Students will be able to:
1) Identify the historical contexts of the New Testament.
2) Articulate the unity of the Old Testament and New Testament in its canonical context within the
diverse literature of the Christian canon.
3) Articulate and appreciate the ways in which the Bible, understood as given by divine
inspiration, functions as the church’s central norm for Christian disctpleship, faith and practice.
4) Articulate the basic content of the books of the New Testament and the methods appropriate to
the interpretation of those books.

Required Texts:

1. The Bible in a standard translation, such as N{V, ESV, NRSV, NKJV, NASB, etc. Single person
translations and paraphrases are not acceptable. ALWAYS BRING YOUR BIBLE TO CLASS!!

Course Requirements:

1. Read, Connect, Reflect. There are ten New Testament reading assignments, each worth 10 points,
Upon completion of each reading assignment, report on Canvas your reading percentage, New (or
Old) Testament connections you made while reading, and brief life reflections. This is worth 10%
of your grade.

2. Response to Simply Christian worth 10%. Due Thursday, Oct. 1.

3. One midterm exam, worth 20% of your grade.




4, There will be seven online canvas quizzes covering the assigned reading in Discovering the New
Testament. The quizzes will combine for 15% of your grade.

5. A five page paper, worth 20% of your grade, in which you interpret a New Testament passage.
You may select your own passage but it must be approved by the prof. Further instructions for this
paper will be given. The paper is due in class on Thursday, Nov. 19.

6. A “Kingdom of God” reflection paper, worth 5% of your grade, in which you reflect on the
Kingdom of God in dialogue with the Gospels and with Snapshots of the Kingdom.

Attention needs to be given to the eschatological tension of the Kingdom as well as the difference
between heaven and the Kingdom of God. Length of paper is two pages (three max). Due
Thursday, Dec. 10.

7. A final comprehensive exam, worth 20% of your grade.
