You must meet with me at least 1 day prior to your presentation — make an appointment early!

Time Cards:
Each week you are to account for at least 3 hours of work on your time card. Bring to class.

Grading:
This class is taken for credit only. The determination of whether an individual receives credit for the class
based on the “3 strikes and you’re out” philosophy. A strike may be a result of any of the following:
e  Each late/missed wiki after 1
e Each missed project activity after 1 (group meeting, client meeting, etc.)
e Each week where time spent was inadequate without reasonable explanation
e  Each missed class after 1
e Each late, missed or inadequate class assignment after 1
e Inadequate or missing presentation ( 3 strikes if fail to complete corporate task)
e Below average (4 or less) marks from 2 different people on peer reviews
e  Your group doesn’t make reasonable progress (could result in multiple strikes)
Unless you have a serious documented illness, not feeling well is not an acceptable excuse

Attendance:
Attendance is expected at each class section. In the event of an absence you are responsible for the
material covered in class and the assignments given that day.
