Course Description:

An introduction to the functions necessary for the study of calculus with an emphasis on numerical and graphical
notions of continuity, limits, and derivatives. The following function types are used as examples for the study of
the concepts: polynomial, rational, exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions.

Learning Outcomes for this Course:

1. Students will be able to understand polynomial, rational, trigonometric, exponential and logarithmic
functions.
2. Students will be able to formulate solutions to problems involving the applications of these functions.

Course Philosophy:

Attendance:
Attendance is expected at each class session. In the event of an absence you are responsible for the material
covered in class and the assignments given that day.

Class Enrollment:

Please be sure that your homework is stapled together and the
problems are in order. Homework will be scored on a combination of completeness and correctness. A random
selection (the same for all people) of the problems will be graded on any homework assignment.
