e Define the nature and mission of the Church

e Demonstrate the relationship between ecclesiology and other Christian doctrines.

e Develop a theology of worship and the sacraments.

CMI 652: Christian Tradition
A survey of the history of Christian thought.

Upon completing this course students will be able to:

e Outline the general history of Christian thought.

e Express the historical context and significance of the creeds.

e Evaluate the nature of Christian ethics and the application of Christian thought for

personal/corporate practice in contemporary society.
