COURSE DESCRIPTION

disciples, preachers, martyrs, writers and community leaders from the End of the New Testament to the present with
attention to the Wesleyan and American Holiness traditions.

1. Examine the varied roles women have played in the biblical testimony and church that witness to God’s saving
activity in the world.

2. ldentify the ways women have often been marginalized or measured by differing cultural and gender norms in
Scripture and church tradition.

3. Express a biblical and theological position on the roles of men and women in family, church, and society.

4. Research an individual woman or group of women and the contribution made to the Christian church through a
combination of academic and contextual research.

5. GEN ED outcome 3: Demonstrate an understanding of Christian Scripture, Tradition, and Ethics, including
engagement in acts of devotion and works of mercy.
