Foundational Explorations Mission

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course offers an opportunity to learn and apply, in daily life, the practical principles of
communication. Emphasis is placed on psychological, social, cultural, and linguistic factors,
which affect person-to-person interaction. This course is designed to help students improve their
communication in both personal and professional context. Attention is given to human
perceptions, interpersonal dynamics, and patterns of inference, listening, and verbal and visual
symbols.

COURSE CONCEPTS COVERED

The process of communication. Communication competence. Communication and the self-
concept. Elements of human perception. Role of emotions in communication. Nature and
impacts of language. Types of non-verbal communication. Improving listening skills. Intimacy
and distance in relationships. Supportive and defensive communication climates. Intercultural
and gender differences in communication. Managing interpersonal conflicts. Public speaking.

COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES

You will be able to describe and discuss the process of human communication.

You will be able to identify and explain the basic components of an effective speech.
You will be challenged to interact competently in dyadic and small group experiences.
You will be able to construct and deliver informational and persuasive speeches.



COURSE CREDIT HOUR INFORMATION

In the interest of providing sufficient time to accomplish the stated Course Learning Outcomes,
this class meets the PLNU credit hour policy for a 3-unit class delivered over 15 weeks. It is
anticipated that students will spend a minimum of 37.5 participation hours per credit hour on
their coursework. For this course, students will spend an estimated 112.5 total hours meeting the
course learning outcomes. The time estimations are provided in the Canvas modules.

STATE AUTHORIZATION

State authorization is a formal determination by a state that Point Loma Nazarene University is
approved to conduct activities regulated by that state. In certain states outside California, Point
Loma Nazarene University is not authorized to enroll online (distance education) students. If a
student moves to another state after admission to the program and/or enrollment in an online
course, continuation within the program and/or course will depend on whether Point Loma
Nazarene University is authorized to offer distance education courses in that state.

INCOMPLETES AND LATE ASSIGNMENTS

All assignments are to be submitted/turned in on time - including assignments posted in Canvas.
If you are absent or late for a class Zoom meeting and miss an in-class activity you will not be
able to make up to points unless you have an excused absence by the university. Incompletes will
only be assigned in extremely unusual circumstances.

PLNU ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION POLICY

Regular and punctual attendance at all synchronous class sessions is considered essential to
optimum academic achievement. If the student is absent for more than 10 percent of class
sessions (virtual or face-to-face), the faculty member will issue a written warning of de-
enrollment. If the absences exceed 20 percent, the student may be de-enrolled without notice
until the university drop date or, after that date, receive the appropriate grade for their work and
participation. In some courses, a portion of the credit hour content will be delivered
asynchronously and attendance will be determined by submitting the assignments by the posted
due dates. See Academic Policies in the Undergraduate Academic Catalog. If absences exceed
these limits but are due to university excused health issues, an exception will be granted.

Asynchronous Attendance/Participation Definition

A day of attendance in asynchronous content is determined as contributing a substantive note,
assignment, discussion, or submission by the posted due date. Failure to meet these standards
will result in an absence for that day. Instructors will determine how many asynchronous
attendance days are required each week.
