COURSE ASSIGNMENTS

Asistencia y Participacion: La asistencia al clase virtual a través de Zoom es obligatoria. Las
reuniones seran lunes y miércoles a las 4 de la tarde siguiendo nuestro horario original.

Pruebas: Tienen como objetivo regular las lecturas semanales y asegurar el progreso del
aprendizaje. El formato consistird en preguntas cortas relacionadas con terminologia y teorfa.
Pueden incluir, igualmente, algtn ejercicio préactico. No se dardn pruebas de recuperacion (no
makeups). Las pruebas se hardn en Honorlock y en las mismas condiciones que en el salén de
clase, es decir, no estara permitido ni el uso de apuntes ni el libro de texto.

Tareas: Habr4 tareas extraidas del libro de texto y creadas por la profesora relacionadas con las
lecturas que se hayan hecho con anterioridad. Estos ejercicios practicos servirdn, por un lado,
para consolidar el conocimiento tedrico presentado en el libro de texto y, por otro, como
preparacion para los exdmenes. Las tareas entregadas fuera de la fecha de entrega solo optaran
por la mitad de la nota.

Presentaciones: Lxs alumnxs tendrdn que presentar sobre diferentes temas al resto de la clase.
Serdn presentaciones individuales y siempre en espafiol. El formato de las mismas puede variar,
desde una pequeia introduccién a un tema hasta una presentacién formal en Power Point.

Examenes: Tanto el examen parcial como el final serdn de extension superior a las pruebas.
Pueden incluir preguntas tipo test, preguntas cortas, mapas mudos y ensayos. No habrd exdmenes
de recuperacion (no makeups). Los exdmenes se hardn en Honorlock y en las mismas
condiciones que en el salon de clase, es decir, no estara permitido ni el uso de apuntes ni el libro
de texto.

Failure to meet these standards
will result in an absence for that day. Instructors will determine how many asynchronous
attendance days are required each week.
