This course is appropriate for undergraduate and post baccalaureate students, including pre-medical
and pre-allied health students, seeking to gain a better appreciation of the anatomical/functional
relationship of the human body. It is a 6-week course that covers all aspects of human functional and
clinical gross anatomy.

COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES
The following learning outcomes will be achieved by students in this course:

1. Describe the structural and functional organization of the human body and the interrelatedness
of bony structures, musculature, innervation and vasculature, within each body region

2. Apply knowledge of the anatomic organization and relationships of structures to identify and
interpret anatomic landmarks, and normal structures on cadaveric specimens

3. Explain the anatomic basis for common clinical conditions, injuries, pathologies, and
diagnostic/interventional procedures

4. Demonstrate the communication and organizational skills necessary to accurately convey
anatomic information with peers

5. Demonstrate respect, integrity, responsibility, and self-discipline toward donors, peers, and
faculty

6. Analyze their understanding of the human body and use this information to guide their study of
gross anatomy

COURSE CREDIT HOUR REQUIREMENT

In the interest of providing sufficient time to accomplish the stated Course Learning Outcomes, this
class meets the PLNU credit hour policy for a one unit class delivered over seven weeks. It is
anticipated that students will spend a minimum of 37.5 participation hours per credit hour on their
coursework. For this course, students will spend an estimated 37.5 total hours meeting the course
learning outcomes. The time estimations are provided in the Canvas modules and is located within
each weekly overview.

ACADEMIC ACCOMMODATIONS

While all students are expected to meet the minimum standards for completion of this course as
established by the instructor, students with disabilities may require academic adjustments,
modifications or auxiliary aids/services.
