COURSE DESCRIPTION

The University catalog describes this course as a "study of representative works of
literature and cultural contexts." It falls under the General Education category of
“Seeking Cultural Perspectives.” We will be reading and discussing works of
fiction, poetry, and creative non-fiction that address the natural world and our role
in it in order to gain an understanding of “human endeavors from a historical,



cultural, linguistic, and philosophical perspective, including developing critical
appreciation of human expression--both artistic and literary.”
