The decline in critical thinking proficiency observed previously, in the academic years affected by

the worldwide pandemic, continues to be evident. It is also possible that the low percentage of
proficient students this year reflects the change in university admissions policy, eliminating the

college admissions test requirement.

As noted in past years, the percentage of students that are at or above the proficient level

fluctuates a great deal from year to year. Because we admit students to our program based on

talent and performing ability, the makeup of our student body is not consistent. We do not teach

critical thinking skills in a single course but have aspects scattered throughout our curriculum.

Conclusions Drawn from Data

The math data for Music students in 2021-22 showed increased proficiency compared with the
previous two years, whereas writing and critical thinking scores in 2021-22 declined. This could be

an anomaly, rather than the representation of increased math proficiency.

As previously noted, the music curricula does not include a single course that all music majors take
that address these skills. The only course that is math based is Post-Tonal theory, which uses set
theory, a subset of Discrete Mathematics. This course is taken by all B.Mus students. A better
place for quantitative reasoning would be in interpreting music industry data in MUH4031, our

capstone course.
