They will explore changing ideas about God, humanity, and truth during this period, as well as the
effects of these developments on relations between Western and non-Western societies.

COURSE REQURIEMENTS

Reading: The dates on the syllabus indicate what we will be discussing in class. Please have the
assignment read prior to the discussion.

Reading Reflections: Five times during the semester, | would like you to write a 300-400 word
reflection on one of the readings or listening assignments. The reflection can involve a personal
response, can connect the book to course themes, or can connect the book to work you have done in
other courses. It may also be a combination of any of these elements. Specific due dates for the
reflections are indicated on the course schedule.

Oral Presentation: Each of you will prepare and deliver a 7-10 minute oral presentation recorded and
posted to Canvas over an historical event or cultural development of your own choosing. | will
distribute a list of pre-approved topics, but you may also select a topic of your own and submit it for
approval.

Midterm and Final Exam: Both the midterm and final exam will be a combination of essay, short
answer questions, and a listening exam

Participation: At the end of the semester, you will be assigned points based on your overall
participation in the course.

Music.: 100 points will be assigned to small assignments, quizzes, a concert report, and the music
portions of the mid-term and final exams.
