Principles and techniques of construction, organization,
administration, and interpretation involved in human performance research. Includes critical evaluation of



data using basic statistical techniques and an evaluation of research design in human performance-
related studies.

o Lecture Responses: The lecture videos are created to give you an overview or sometimes a deeper
look into concepts that you find in the textbook reading. Earn participation points by "Liking" the video
and then leaving a comment to let me know you watched it (you have to be signed in to your
YouTube, Google, or Gmail account for this to work). Your comment can be a 1-2 sentence executive
summary, a thoughtful question, or funny comment relevant to the video or topic discussed. In
addition to your comment, feel free to upvote other's comments that you related to, laughed at, or
that you found yourself asking the same question.

At the end-screen of the video, click on the link to be taken to the next video in the sequence without
needing to leave YouTube.

o Labs: The purpose of the lab assignments is to give students an opportunity to answer common
kinesiology questions using statistical analyses and realistic datasets. Each lab will contain a prompt
that frames the scenario and outlines the specific research questions. In addition, a dataset along



with a series of follow-up questions will guide your analysis. These labs should be completed in your
teams, using the lecture videos, textbook, and PowerPoint slides as your guide. The professor will be
available to consult during office hours for help as well.

Article Review Discussions: An almost bi-weekly discussion with the initial post due by Wednesday
at 11:59pm and responses due by Saturday at 11:59 pm. Students will choose one of the peer-
reviewed research articles posted on the discussion board prompt to read. They will then write a 1-
paragraph “micro essay” that sufficiently answers the prompt by Wednesday of the week it is posted.
Students will then have 3 days (Thursday through Saturday) to engage with their peers’ posts.
Further details will be outlined in each discussion prompt on Canvas.

Group Worksheets: These worksheets will be completed weekly (exceptions noted in schedule),
and cover topics discussed in the weekly chapter reading and video lectures. You are encouraged to
work on these in your teams, and to assist one-another in understanding the concepts. You are
furthermore encouraged to sign up for office hours with the professor to discuss questions that arise
after attempting the problems on your own, consulting the textbook, and watching the video lectures.

Practice Quizzes: These quizzes can be taken at any point during the second week of the module.
The practice quizzes will be timed (increased to 30 minutes automatically to accommodate all
learning plans), but each person can take 3 attempts with the highest score saved. Make sure you've
studied and have done the reading first!

For the practice assessments only, you may communicate with team members via Zoom (or some
other app). | recommend waiting until each person is logged into the Zoom meeting before starting
the quiz. The best learning outcomes are achieved if you use this as an opportunity to contribute to
the peer-to-peer learning community that hopefully develops amongst your team members.

Quizzes: Thursday through Saturday in the second week of each module a Canvas quiz monitored
by HonorLock will be open for you to complete. These assessments are designed to provide you and
your professor with feedback on your understanding and mastery of the course content from the
previous two weeks.

The assessments will be available for 3 days (Thursday through Saturday).

The assessment is timed (increased to 30 minutes automatically to accommodate all learning plans),
and questions are in random order.

Please do not discuss the contents of these assessments with your peers (unlike the practice
assessments).



» You will need to take these assessments on a laptop equipped with the Chrome browser and a
webcam, in a clean workspace, with no other devices or people present.

« Small Literature Review Paper: The Small Literature Review will test your ability to understand
applied research as it relates to an area of interest, and is intended to serve as a culminating
research experience similar to those encountered at the graduate level. Student teams will choose a
topic of interest and complete a narrative literature review, with opportunities throughout the process
to receive feedback. More details as well as paper guidelines can be found in Canvas.

e Final Exam: The cumulative final exam will be in the form of a Canvas quiz monitored by HonorLock.
Questions will be presented in multiple choice format similar to the bi-weekly module quizzes. The
final exam is intended to hold students reasonably accountable to the concepts learned throughout
the course.

+ Textbook Reading: Regular reading chapters will be assigned from the textbook in order to be
prepared to engage virtually with your peers and to understand the material.
