COURSE DESCRIPTION 

MTH 1013 - College Algebra (3) 

A review and extension of elementary algebra, solutions of linear and quadratic equations, 
radicals, inequalities, linear and quadratic functions, polynomial functions, exponential and 
logarithmic functions, conic sections, sequences and series and graphing. 

Prerequisite(s): MTH 0099 (or equivalent).
