A survey of current evidence-based nutrition principles and guidelines corresponding to
gender differences in health. Topics include dietary prevention of cardiovascular



disease, diabetes, cancers, and osteoporosis in women as well as special needs in
pregnancy/lactation, menopause, body image and relationship to food.
