COURSE DESCRIPTION

Welcome to the Elementary Spanish sequence. This course is one of the components of the General
Education Program at Point Loma Nazarene University, under the category of Seeking Cultural
Perspectives. By including this course in a common educational experience for undergraduates, the
faculty supports the survey of human endeavors from a historical, cultural, linguistic and philosophical
perspective, including developing critical appreciation of human expression--both artistic and literary.
This course emphasizes four basic skills: aural comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing. Also
noted is the cultural and historical background of the areas where the language is spoken. Participation
and active use of the language is emphasized in the classroom.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

Participation

Active participation is defined to include the following: group work, oral participation, and completion
of daily assighments.

Tests

Since language learning is a skill, it will be imperative to ensure the necessary proficiency is attained.
To this end, there will be a short test given after every chapter during the term. It will be necessary for
students to do a thorough review before each test since the material is cumulative. All exams are
scheduled on the calendar. There are no make-up exams. In order to allow for iliness and any other
necessary absences, students will be allowed to drop one exam. There will also be one Final exam
which is comprehensive in nature. This exam cannot be taken at any other time than that assigned by
the University calendar.

Homework
Homework will be assigned on-line through the vhlwebsite. Assignments are due by 11:59 p.m. PST on

the date due, so please give yourself enough time to complete these before your clock runs out.
All assigned homework throughout will be due on day noted per assignment. This work will not be
accepted for late credit.
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Cultural Events Portfolio
You will be required to attend five cultural events throughout the semester. All five events will be
collected together at the day of the final exam as a portfolio. Portfolio will be submitted on Canvas.
(An example will be provided)
-Required components:

e Cover page with name, title and table of contents

e Each event must be titled and have student’s name on it.

e Any materials acquired from the event should be attached with their corresponding event. (e.g.

ticket stubs, pictures, programs, etc.)
e Short final reflection of what you learned overall.
