COURSE DESCRIPTION 
Welcome to the Elementary Spanish sequence. This course is one of the components of 
the General Education Program at Point Loma Nazarene University, under the category 
of Seeking Cultural Perspectives. By including this course in a common educational 
experience for undergraduates, the faculty supports the survey of human endeavors 
from a historical, cultural, linguistic, and philosophical perspective, including developing a 
critical appreciation of human expression--both artistic and literary. This course 
emphasizes four basic skills: aural comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing. Also 
noted is the cultural and historical background of the areas where the language is 
spoken. Participation and active use of the language is emphasized in the classroom.

1. Speak (application) at the mid to high novice level using (application) basic 
formulaic and memorized materials within the student’s own experience. (PLO

experience. (PLO 2,5) 

3. Write (application, knowledge) discrete sentences as well as simply connected 
paragraphs using memorized vocabulary and grammar structures.

4. Read (application) cultural texts that employ familiar vocabulary and cognates 
as well as learned grammatical structures. (PLO 4) 

5. Demonstrate (application, knowledge) comprehension of basic cultural mores 
and patterns of living of the target culture(s) studied. (PLO 4,6)

In the interest of providing sufficient time to accomplish the stated Course Learning 
Outcomes, this class meets the PLNU credit hour policy for a  4 unit class delivered over 
5 weeks.

COURSE SCHEDULE AND ASSIGNMENTS 
Consistent, daily access to stable internet and a computer with a webcam and 
microphone are required to participate in this course. 

Discussion Boards and Partner Interactions 

Each week you will participate in online discussions where you will practice Spanish 
communicating verbally with your classmates. These discussions replace the interactive 
dialogue that occurs in the traditional classroom setting. Discussions represent 20%  of 
the overall course grade. 

Assignments via Portales 

Regular daily homework will be assigned. You will be completing an average of 15 hours 
a week of homework/practice exercises within  Portales: (Vista Higher Learning). All 
assigned homework throughout will be due on the day noted by 11:59 p.m. Pacific 
Time. This work will not be accepted for late credit.  Portales Assignments represent 20 
% of the overall course grade. 

Quizzes 

Since language learning is a skill, it will be imperative to ensure the necessary proficiency 
is attained. To this end, there will be a short vocabulary quiz given per lesson. It will be 
necessary for students to do a thorough review before each test since the material is 
cumulative. There are no make-up exams or quizzes. Quizzes represent  10% of the 
overall course grade. 

Exams 

Since language learning is a skill, it will be imperative to ensure the necessary proficiency 
is attained. To this end, there will be an exam given after every two chapters during the

term.  It will be necessary for students to do a thorough review before each test since 
the material is cumulative. There are no make-up exams. Exams represent 30% of the 
overall course grade. All exams and quizzes will be administered using Honorlock. 
Please ensure a private space, in order to take exams and quizzes privately. You will not 
be allowed to have other people in the room with you. Honorlock will track your web 
browser. Please refrain from leaving Canvas to access any information for the exam or 
quiz.  

Cultural Engagement Assignment 

Students will be required to complete three cultural engagement assignments during the 
class, such as visiting an online museum (and answering questions), or watching films in 
Spanish (and answering questions), or possibly doing a short research project on a topic 
or person from the Spanish-speaking world.  Cultural Engagement Assignment 
represents 10% of the overall course grade. 

TalkAbroad Conversation 

As part of this class, you will have the opportunity to speak with a native speaker of 
Spanish for 30 minutes.  Successful completion of this class requires completion of the 
TalkAbroad conversation requirement. TalkAbroad Conversation represents 10% of the 
overall course grade. 

Final Exam 

A comprehensive final exam will be administered through Honorlock. The final exam 
represents 10% of the overall course grade. 

 

ASSESSMENT AND GRADING 
Student grades will be posted in the Canvas grade book no later than midnight on 
Tuesday of each week beginning in Week Two of this course. It is important to read the 
comments posted in the grade book as these comments are intended to help students 
improve their work. Final grades will be posted within one week of the end of the class.
