Once you complete your compendium activity, you
will post it on our classroom community space for others to see.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Examination of commonly prescribed psychopharmacological medications, as well as the identification of their effects and side
effects.

Additional Information: Psychopharmacology (2 semester units or 3 quarter units only for those who entered a qualifying
degree program on or after 1/1/2001) and a two semester or three quarter unit course in psychopharmacology (LPCC).

This course meets the criteria for MFT and includes instruction in diagnosis, assessment, prognosis, and treatment of mental
disorders, including severe mental disorders, evidence-based practices, psychological testing, psychopharmacology, and
promising mental health practice that are evaluated in peer reviewed literature (BPC Section 4980.36(d)(2)(A)).

The use of psychotropic medications as a treatment for mental and emotional disorders has been increasing substantially in
recent years. Counselors in community and school settings are very likely to be working with clients who have been prescribed
medication, or who may need to consider medication as an adjunct to therapy. It is important for counselors to understand the

disorders. This course will provide an introduction to psychopharmacology and the clinical issues that counselors encount

basic concepts of pharmacology, mechanisms of drug actions, and the use of psychotropic drugs in treating psychological
working with clients on medication. ﬁ‘
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How to Succeed in this Course:

This course is a significant departure from your training in clinical evaluation and counseling skills. You will be revisiting topics
reminiscent of your high school and undergraduate biology and chemistry days, a task that poses a challenge to many students
who do not believe themselves to be “good” in these subjects. My objective is for you to gain a deeper understanding of the
neurobiological correlates of mental disorders and adopt the language of psychiatry that will give you unique interdisciplinary
skills. To be successful, several things are essential. First, you must do your reading prior to class to ensure that you have a
foundation for the clinical examples discussed. We will go deeper into the topics within our class time and it is a great chance to
build on your learning from reading rather than starting from scratch. Second, turn things in on time and don’t fall behind, we move
at a fast pace. Don’t wait until the last minute. Finally — | grade mostly on three things: effort, critical thinking, and timely
completion. For the journal clubs, | want to see that you are wrestling with the topic and spending the necessary time and energy
that it takes to thoughtfully and critically evaluate these complex issues.

4. Develop awareness of cultural influences that contribute to society’s broader disposition toward medication and drug use.

This is a didactic course with three goals: 1) to acquire a body of knowledge of psychotropic medications, their properties, clinical
applications, and effects; 2) to analyze and integrate this body of knowledge into your own clinical practice; and 3) to enhance the
well-being of your clients through collaboration and cooperation between psychotherapists and physicians.
