● Asynchronous Courses: All class meetings are asynchronous.

● Hybrid Courses: These are courses with class meetings that take place both in the
classroom and online synchronously and/or asynchronously.

● In-Person Courses: These are courses that meet in person with the instructor and
students in a physical classroom setting. With approval by the area dean, this may include
up to 25% of qualified class interactions through a Learning Management System (such
as Canvas).
