COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course explores the theories of ethics and a process of ethical decision making in order to develop a
stakeholder approach to leading organizations. Students will be challenged to consider personal ethical
standards (goals, norms, beliefs, and values) to create a framework for evaluating ethical choices, resulting in
the ability to develop, articulate, and implement a compelling moral decision.

1. Appraise personal core values that inform ethical standards and decisions (PLO 1 & 5).
2. Evaluate various ethical perspectives, tools and concepts used to resolve
ethical dilemmas in business (PLO 1 & 2).
3. Examine the implications of an ethical decision and explore the impact that
the decision will have on stakeholders and self (PLO 4 & 5).
4. Present a strong position when taking a stand on an issue (PLO 6).

TRIGGER WARNING

| acknowledge that each of you comes to PLNU with your own unique life experiences. This contributes to the
way you perceive several types of information. In BUS/LDR 6017 we will cover a variety of topics, some of
which you may find triggering. These topics include reflections on personal ethics, business ethics and
decision-making Each time this topic appears in a reading or unit, it is marked on the syllabus. The experience
of being triggered versus intellectually challenged are different. The main difference is that an individual must
have experienced trauma to experience being triggered, whereas an intellectual challenge has nothing to do
with trauma. If you are a trauma survivor and encounter a topic in this class that is triggering for you, you may
feel overwhelmed or panicked and find it difficult to concentrate. In response, | encourage you to take the
necessary steps for your emotional safety. This may include leaving class while the topic is discussed or talking
to a therapist at the Counseling Center. Should you choose to sit out on discussion of a certain topic, know
that you are still responsible for the material; but we can discuss if there are other methods for accessing that
material, and for assessing your learning on that material. Class topics are discussed for the sole purpose of
expanding your intellectual engagement in the area of ethics and decision-making, and | will support you
throughout your learning in this course.

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COURSE MODALITY DEFINITIONS
