COURSEDESCRIPTION

Development of personal fitness through a variety of workouts including: core stability

balls, light weights, resistance bands, andmat work. Yoga and Pilates will be incorporated

in the work outs.

PROGRAMANDCOURSE LEARNINGOUTCOMES (CLO)

Students will learn appropriate and varied workouts targeted to improvemuscular

strength, endurance, flexibility, and body composition, including how to:

1. Understand proper, safe, effective workout utilizing bodyweight, light weights and

mats.

2. Develop and tonemajor muscles in the body, including core (chest, back, and

abdominals), legs, shoulders, triceps and biceps using bodyweight, resistance

bands and light weights.

3. Combine some yoga and Pilates techniques that emphasize numerous repetitions

in several planes of motion.

4. Demonstrate a basic working knowledge of resistance training as well as

understanding theory behind the benefits associated with injury prevention.

5. Students will meet or show proficiency/progress toward basic or fundamental skill

level.

If the student is absent for more than 10 percent of class sessions,

the faculty member will issue a written warning of de-enrollment. If the absences exceed
