STATE AUTHORIZATION

ASSESSMENT AND GRADING

Your grades will be posted in the Canvas Grades area no later than Tuesday of each week beginning in Week Two of this course. It is
important to read the comments posted in the Grades area as these comments are intended to help you improve your work. Final grades
will be posted no later than 10 days after the last day of the course.

Multiple measures of evaluation are used in the course, allowing students opportunities to demonstrate their learning in more than one
way, and giving consideration to individual learning styles. Course components that will be evaluated include:

Graded Course Components

Online Discussions: Participation in discussion board forums is intended to promote collaboration between participants. These online
conversations will be based primarily on related assigned readings or requirements in the ePortfolio. As a guideline, plan to contribute
at least two substantive posts per week during active discussions. A substantive post contains material related to the topic, and/or
extends learning in a meaningful way. It is expected that you read all posts in each discussion board forum. Discussions represent
15% of the overall course grade.

Assignments are created throughout the course in order for you to submit rough drafts of the required items in the ePortfolio, receive
feedback from your peers and revise as necessary before submitting the final link to your online Watermark ePortfiolio. Points for
attendance in the face-to-face/virtual sessions are also included in assignments. The Assignments represent 15% of the overall
course grade.
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Consultations are one-on-one meetings with your instructor as needed to provide you with personalized feedback and help during the
construction of your ePortfolio. Consultations and the progress reports aligned to your work will help track your progress and give you
an opportunity to reflect on your learning. One consultation is mandatory with your CDV4093 Instructor and one consultation is
mandatory with Career services. These mandatory consultations must be complete in order to receive credit for the course.
Consultations and Progress Reports represent 10% of the overall course grade.

The Final Project includes a fully developed ePortfolio in Watermark. A professional presentation of your ePortfolio is required
during the final face-to-face meeting. The Final Projects represent 60% of the overall course grade.

All assignments are to be submitted by the due dates. There will be a 10% reduction of possible points for each day an assignment is
late and assignments will not be accepted for credit four days after the due date. If missing assignments result in the failure to meet
learning outcomes, students may receive a letter grade reduction on the final grade in addition to the loss of points for missing work.
Assignments will be considered late if posted after the due date and time using Pacific Standard Time. No assignments will be accepted
after midnight on Sunday night, the last day of class.
