Course Description

This course of about the study of the relationships of values, standards, and goals to the allocation of resources and
the decision-making process.  Emphasis is placed on the standards for the selection of consumer goods, planning



for financial security, sustainable consumption, protection of resources, and the conditions that influence
individual and family management.

1. Understand consumer economic theory and the buying decision process.
2. Understand the importance of consumer protection and its application to consumer welfare.
3. Evaluate global and ethical issues surrounding consumer behavior.
4. Understand basic principles of personal financial and resource management.
5. Manage personal resources in keeping with personal values.

PLNU Attendance and Participation Policy

Regular and punctual attendance at all class sessions is considered essential to optimum academic achievement.

Course Modality Definitions

classroom setting. With approval by the area dean, this may include up to 25% of qualified class interactions
through a Learning Management System (such as Canvas).
