Course Description

A study of the attest functions of independent public accountants with emphasis on the
philosophy of auditing. Topics include auditing standards, professional conduct, legal liability,
internal control, audit evidence and techniques, and accountants' reporting responsibilities.
Students will gain practical experience by researching the accounting standards codification.

2. Exhibit an understanding of the different types of audit evidence, techniques, and
internal accounting controls as they are applied to financial statements (PLO M1).

3. Compare the major legal concepts relating to the independent accountant’s liability and
responsibility. (PLO M1 & M5).

4. Analyze and assess financial statements using accounting and auditing knowledge (PLO
M1, M4 & M5).

5. Conduct research of the Accounting Standards Codification (PLO M1, M4 & M5).
