COURSE DESCRIPTION 
This course explores the role of development planning in a Global South context. Topics include 
consideration of historic approaches to development planning, the United Nation’s Sustainable 
Development Goals, current market-driven, innovative approaches to alleviate poverty, and 
ways businesses and nonprofits can support the involvement and voices of people at the 
localized, grass-roots level for planning purposes. The effectiveness of different strategies and 
approaches to development planning policies and programs are also explored.

Upon the completion of this course, students should be able to: 
1. Examine personal values as they relate to poverty alleviation engagement. 
2. Analyze the shift from centralized planning towards market-driven approaches to alleviate 
poverty and address inequality in contemporary development planning 
3. Critique historic, modern, and unconventional approaches to development planning.  
4. Demonstrate effective communication through written and verbal means. 
5. Articulate the role of culture and values in the creation of formal and informal institutions 
that foster development.
