Attendance and Participation

You'll need to register for an account the first time you use the appointment calendar.) You're welcome
and encouraged to book additional sessions with a writing consultant, but you must complete at least 6
sessions.

Students who do not complete six (6) sessions with a writing consultant will not receive credit for
ENG 1000L.

* You'll be able to complete your writing consultation sessions in the Loma Writing Center, but if you'd
prefer to conduct those sessions online then you'll also need a device with a webcam and
microphone suitable for virtual conferencing.

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In the interest of providing sufficient time to accomplish the stated Course Learning Outcomes, this class
meets the PLNU credit hour policy for a 0- or 1-unit class delivered over 15 weeks. It is anticipated that
students will spend a minimum of 37.5 participation hours per credit hour on their coursework.
