COURSE DESCRIPTION

Hands-on production of an online, student-run media outlet providing both a training ground for
students interested in gaining experience in various aspects of digital media as well as high quality news



source for PLNU. Open to all students. JRN2015, WRI2016, JRN2017, JRN2018, and COM2075 may be
repeated up to a combined total of eight units.

This course is conducted as a workshop to develop a series of multimedia stories and contribute to
lomabeat.com and The Point student newspapers’ social media channels. Expectations of a workshop
include bringing ideas and media to share, giving and receiving feedback, and publishing publicly with
your name attached. The instructor will guide you while you work on projects and offer accompanying
training and advice as needed to complete your work.

In this course, students will work together to produce three multimedia stories, each focused on a
relevant topic. Each story will incorporate a variety of media elements, including photo, video, audio,
writing, and data visualization. For each project, students will be assigned a specific media element
(such as photography, video, audio, etc.), with positions rotated between projects so that each student
is exposed to producing content using all mediums.

The first project will be closely directed by the instructor to ensure students develop a strong foundation
in journalistic multimedia storytelling. The second project will allow for more creative freedom, with less



oversight, while the third project will require students to independently produce the entire multimedia
story, from concept to completion.

In addition, students will create at least one story for The Point, PLNU’s student newspaper, with the
opportunity to earn 10 extra credit points if their work is published.

For their final project, students will complete a creative project of their choice, using one or more of the
media elements they’ve worked with, and present it to the class at the end of the semester. Throughout
the course, students will complete assignments on Canvas to practice and refine their multimedia skills.

By the end of this course, students will have developed basic technical and creative abilities needed to
produce compelling multimedia content. Whether pursuing careers in journalism, digital content
creation, or communications, students will be well-equipped to create dynamic stories and media for a
variety of platforms.

accommodation has been determined, the EAC will work with the student to create an Accommodation
Plan (AP) that outlines allowed accommodations. The EAC makes accommodations available to
professors at the student’s request.

PLNU highly recommends that students speak with their professors during the first two weeks of each
semester/term about the implementation of their AP in that particular course.
