GENERAL EDUCATION MISSION

PLNU provides a foundational course of study in the liberal arts informed by the life,
death, and resurrection of Jesus Christ. In keeping with the Wesleyan tradition, the
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curriculum equips students with a broad range of knowledge and skills within and across
disciplines to enrich major study, lifelong learning, and vocational service as Christ-like
participants in the world’s diverse societies and culture.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Instruction in the necessary skills and use of proper equipment for safe, enjoyable wilderness
outings. Concepts of survival, route-finding, ropes, equipment, safety and climbing techniques are
part of the student’s experience.

COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES

The primary objective of this course is to acquaint students with the knowledge and activities to rock
climbing in a safe environment.

PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES
At the conclusion of the class a student will be able to do the following:

- Demonstrate skill competency in rock climbing at Santee rocks bouldering, rappelling and
belaying. Also, indoor climbing experience at Mesa Rim.

- Demonstrate safety in spotting and ropes.

- Demonstrate care of equipment and environment.

- Demonstrate techniques for ropes belay, climber, and rappel.

GENERAL EDUCATION LEARNING OUTCOME

Students will develop an understanding of self that fosters personal well-being.

PLNU ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION POLICY

Regular and punctual attendance at all class sessions is considered essential to optimum
academic achievement. If the student is absent for more than 10 percent of class sessions,
the faculty member will issue a written warning of de-enrollment. If the absences exceed
20 percent, the student may be de-enrolled without notice until the university withdrawal
date or, after that date, receive an “F” grade.

Asynchronous Attendance/Participation Definition

A day of attendance in asynchronous content is determined as contributing a substantive
note, assignment, discussion, or submission by the posted due date. Failure to meet these
standards will result in an absence for that day. Instructors will determine how many
asynchronous attendance days are required each week.
