COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This course provides students with guidance in the research process to deepen 
knowledge in an area of their professional interest. Students will complete and present 
an original research project including preliminary statistical design, data collection, data 
analysis, and presentation of results. 

Note: KIN 6005 is foundational to KIN 6050 and is a prerequisite. KIN 6050 is the bridge 

course that provides the opportunity for additional practical experience in analyzing and 

conducting research in Kinesiology. As such, KIN 6050 must be taken prior to KIN 6099: 

Thesis or KIN 6098: Capstone Project in Kinesiology.

It is anticipated that students will spend a minimum of 50 participation hours per credit 
hour on their course work. As a graduate course, students can expect the work in this 
class to be significant, and students should plan on spending about 7 hours per week 
engaged in the course.

PLNU Course Modality Definitions* 

1) Online Courses: These are courses with class meetings where all instruction and 
interaction is fully online.

a) Asynchronous Courses: All class meetings are asynchronous. 

3) Hybrid Courses: These are courses with class meetings that take place both in the 
classroom and online synchronously and/or asynchronously. 

4) In-Person Courses: These are courses that meet in person with the instructor and 
students in a physical classroom setting. With approval by the area dean, this may 
include up to 25% of qualified class interactions through a Learning Management 
System (such as Canvas).
