COURSE DESCRIPTION

Medicine and Society is a sequence of four integrated and consecutive courses designed to examine the
intersection of the individual and the larger community relating to healthcare. This course

covers the history of the PA profession, PA trends and organizations, social and behavioral sciences,
cultural awareness and diverse socioeconomic populations, and provider personal wellness. Students
will also participate in community learning groups.

COURSE GOALS

The goal of this course is to provide a foundational framework essential for the student to understand
different aspects of the PA profession as well as social and behavioral science. Students will discuss
culturally diverse populations. Students will also practice team-building skills, utilize peer interactions,
and learn the roles and responsibilities needed for a PA to develop as a medical professional.

Learning community groups will be utilized to provide case-based instruction. A clinical case will be
presented to each group by the group mentor. Students are expected to utilize knowledge acquired
from prior readings and lectures, as well as self/group directed learning to work up the case, develop a
working diagnosis, a differential diagnosis and a therapeutic regimen which will include a follow-up plan
and patient education. Effective interpersonal communication, clinical reasoning and problem-solving



abilities, professional behavior and teamwork are paramount to success and development as clinicians.
Cases will be issued no more frequently than every other week. Students will receive a collective grade
for this exercise.
