COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course introduces the skills and knowledge needed to provide ethical and legal client care and skills needed to
become a supervisor, manager, and/or leader in the occupational therapy profession. Topics include principles of
intra and interdisciplinary collaboration, ethics, utilization of fiscal resources, compliance, human resources,
marketing, continuous quality improvement, consultative and private practice. Students will build upon program
development concepts gained in the community practice course for application of course content.

RELATIONSHIP OF THE COURSE TO CURRICULUM DESIGN
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This course is the 2™ in a 2-part series on administrative topics pertaining to the OT profession. It is taken

concurrently with the following courses: OCC 6026 & OCC 6026L (Orthopedic Adult/Older Conditions,
Assessments, and Interventions & Lab), OCC 6027 & OCC 6027L (Neurologic Adult/Older Adult Conditions,
Assessments, and Interventions & Lab), OCC 6029 (Case-Based Learning Seminar-5), OCC 6030 (Level I
Fieldwork-C-Adult/Older Adult) and OCC 6031 (Professionalism in OT Seminar-3). This course supports the
curricular thread of occupation. The application knowledge gained in the course prepares students to succeed in
clinical practice.

In response, I encourage you to
take the necessary steps for your emotional safety. This may include leaving class while the topic is discussed or
talking to a therapist at the Counseling Center. Should you choose to sit out on discussion of a certain topic, know
that you are still responsible for the material; but we can discuss if there are other methods for accessing that
material and for assessing your learning on that material. Class topics are discussed for the sole purpose of



expanding your intellectual engagement in the profession of occupational therapy, and I will support you
throughout your learning in this course.

PLNU COURSE MODALITY DEFINITIONS
