PLNU provides a foundational course of study in the liberal arts informed by the life, death, and resurrection of
Jesus Christ. In keeping with the Wesleyan tradition, the curriculum equips students with a broad range of
knowledge and skills within and across disciplines to enrich major study, lifelong learning, and vocational service
as Christ-like participants in the world’s diverse societies and cultures.

COURSE DESCRIPTION
An introductory course emphasizing speaking and aural comprehension. The course includes a cultural and
historical background of the areas where the language is spoken. Participation and active use of the language are
emphasized in the class.

By the end of the SPN2100 Elementary Spanish Conversation course, students will be able to:



1. Communicate in complete sentences, predominantly in the present time, on a variety of familiar topics. 
2. Manage simple, communicative tasks in straightforward social situations and respond to direct questions.
3. Express and understand meaning through vocabulary and basic structures.
4. Demonstrate comprehension of basic cultural traditions and patterns of living of the Spanish-speaking

world, the target culture studied.

 PLNU ACADEMIC ACCOMMODATIONS POLICY

PLNU is committed to providing equal opportunity for participation in all its programs, services, and activities.

PLNU highly recommends that students speak with their professors during the first two weeks of each
semester/term about the implementation of their AP in that particular course and/or if they do not wish to utilize
some or all of the elements of their AP in that course.

PLNU ATTENDANCE AND PARTICIPATION POLICY
Regular and punctual attendance at all class sessions is considered essential to optimum academic achievement.
Therefore, regular attendance and participation in each course are minimal requirements.

Students taking online courses with no specific scheduled meeting times are expected to actively engage
throughout each week of the course. Attendance is defined as participating in an academic activity within the
online classroom which includes, but is not limited to:

Engaging in an online discussion
Submitting an assignment
Taking an exam
Participating in online labs
Initiating contact with faculty member within the learning management system to discuss course content. 

Note: Logging into the course does not qualify as participation and will not be counted as meeting the
attendance requirement.

Students who anticipate being absent for an entire week of a course should contact the instructor in advance for
approval and make arrangements to complete the required coursework and/or alternative assignments assigned at
the discretion of the instructor.  Acceptance of late work is at the discretion of the instructor and does not waive
attendance requirements.

Students may be warned if they demonstrate a lack of academic activity. After a warning, students who miss more
than one week of academic activity without prior approval and arrangements with the instructor may be de-
enrolled or withdrawn from a course. If the date of de-enrollment is past the last date to withdraw from a course,
the student will be assigned a letter grade of “F” or “NC.” There are no refunds for courses where a de-enrollment
was processed after the last date to withdraw from a course.

COURSE MODALITY DEFINITIONS 

1. In-Person: Course meetings are face-to-face with no more than 25% online delivery.
2. Online: Coursework is completed 100% online and asynchronously.
3. Online Synchronous: Coursework is completed 100% online with required weekly online class meetings.
4. Hybrid: Courses that meet face-to-face with required online components.

In some courses, a portion of the credit hour content will be delivered asynchronously, and attendance will be
determined by submitting the assignments by the posted due dates
