4.  Analyze, evaluate and discuss various influences on prenatal growth and development. 
5.  Analyze, evaluate and discuss factors involved with adequate prenatal, postnatal, and infant

care. 
6.  Develop guidelines in the selection of materials, artistic and recreational activities, and play

equipment according to the child's age, interest, and developmental stage. 
7.  Assess children's behavior as a basis for appropriate decision-making. 
8.  Apply awareness of current research as it impacts the growth and development of children. 
9.  Identify the unique needs and circumstances of families with respect to diversity in family systems

based on race, culture, ethnicity, and socio-economic status. 
10.  Explain diverse family systems and their effect on both child and adolescent development. 
11.  Articulate ways to assist parents and families to enhance and stimulate the physical, cognitive,

socio-emotional, and spiritual development of children and adolescents.
