Course Description



With an emphasis on speaking and writing in the business field, this course is designed to help students improve and polish their
professional communication skills in the workplace. In this course, students learn the skills needed to secure employment and
communicate effectively in a professional business setting. Specifically, students learn to create an impressive resume, write and deliver
various professional reports, effectively interview for employment, compose professional routine and persuasive letters, conduct
informational interviews, and create professional portfolios. Students exit the course with the professional communication skills needed to
stand out in the business world and in the job search process
