Course Description

A study of Christian Scripture that engages a selected theological theme(s) or mode of
interpretation in relation to Christian faith and practice.

Topic for Spring 2026: Reading the Bible with neurodiverse minds and with
neurodiversity in mind. Students will read Scripture together, informed by:

° a Wesleyan theological framework,
° lived experiences of neurodiversity,
° academic biblical scholarship

Course Learning Outcomes

The professor brings to this class the following intentions for personal and corporate
learning. They establish an initial framework for the development of individual and group
learning goals. The class sessions, readings, and assignments should enable the
student to:

1. Interpret biblical passages with exegetical skill and in conversation with
peer-reviewed biblical scholarship.

2. Integrate interdiscinplinary scholarship and lived experiences into conversations
regarding the reading and interpretation of the Bible.

3. Facilitate study of the Bible and application of its themes with a neurodiverse
population in mind.

Students are responsible for having the required course textbooks prior to the first day
of class.

Assessment and Grading

This class will be graded on a points system. Some assignments will be completed by
all students. For the rest of their points, students will choose from a menu of options.
This means there will be more points available than are required. Each student will
consult with the professor during the first two weeks of class in order to confirm a clear
path toward completion of assignments.

All assingments, due dates, instructions, and rubrics will be posted to the Modules tab
on Canvas.

Required of all students:

1. Readings (or viewings) and Reflections: A significant number of points (50) are
available through completing the class preparation posted to Canvas and
completing the reflection prompt for each class. Students seeking an "A" will
average 1 submission per week.

2. In-Class Participation & Group Work: Class preparation for each class will inform
our class discussions and Bible readings. Students will regularly engage in small
groups to facilitate discussion and processing of course material. Occasionally you
will be asked as a group to submit a short assignment which you will begin (and
often finish) in class. Each class attended earns 0.5 points. Active participation in
each class grants an additional 0.5 points.

3. Final Exam: (10 point version and 15 point versions available)



Options to gain additional points:

1. Chapter summary and discussion prompts (10 points each, may complete up to
two). Using your preferred method, read and summarize one chapter of our
textbook for those who either have not read, or have read but not fully learned the
material. Provide an artifact (handout, activity, brief video, etc.) to share with the
class. Submit your artifact to Canvas for grading purposes.

2. Bible study tool creation (10 points each, may complete up to two). There are two
options. A) Create and help us practice a method of Bible study that integrates
specific learning we have had in the course about neurodivergent experiences, or
B) Create a bible study with a specifc Bible passage that you believe is relevant to
experiences of and/or discussions on neurodivergence. Submit your plan to Canvas
for grading purposes.

3. Flex option (5-10 points each) In consulation with the professor, the student may
create an additional assignment to demonstrate one or more of the Course
Learning Outcomes. This is an opportunity for students to integrate skills from other
majors or minors, as well as from ministry and other personal experience. Students
will gain professor approval (confirmed via email) for the assignment.

50 Readings and Reflections (25 points must come from this category)

30 In-Class Attendance & Group Work (See PLNU's attendance policy; 15 points
must come from this category)

20 Chapter summary and discussion prompts (worth 10 points each)

20 Bible study tool creation (worth 10 points each)

20 Final Exam (Required, students may select a 15 or 20 point version)

Complete & submit at least 8 Reading and Reflections (16+ points)
Attend at least 80% of class meetings (12+ points) (note: some students may have

Participate in in-class Bible reading, discussion, and/or activities (12+ points)
Attend the Final Exam period, prepared for the final assignment with a passing
grade (8+ points)
e Earn an additional 12 points through any combination of assignments
o Note: if the student does not complete a Bible Study tool assignment,
they will demonstrate this learning outcome on the Final Exam

To receive an "A" letter grade for the course, students will earn 93 or more points:

Complete & submit the Reading and Reflections at least once a week (25+ points)
Attend at least 90% of class meetings (13.5+points) (note: some students may
have EAC attendance accommodations)

e Participate in in-class Bible reading, discussion, and/or activities (13.5+ points)



e Attend the Final Exam period, prepared for the final assignment with a passing
grade (8+ points)
Complete at least one chapter summary or Bible Study tool (10+ points)
Earn an additional 23 points through any combination of assignments
o Note: if the student does not complete a Bible Study tool assignment,
they will demonstrate this learning outcome on the Final Exam

Extra Credit: Students wishing to receive extra credit may submit a 3-4 page essay or
6-8 minute video reflection on attendance of one of the Wiley lectures. Interested
students should contact the instructor for the rubric. Students may earn up to 2 course
points to add to the overall grade.

The experience of being triggered versus intellectually challenged are
different. The main difference is that an individual must have experienced trauma to
experience being triggered, whereas an intellectual challenge has nothing to do with
trauma. If you are a trauma survivor and encounter a topic in this class that is triggering
for you, you may feel overwhelmed or panicked and find it difficult to concentrate. In
response, | encourage you to take the necessary steps for your emotional safety. This
may include leaving class while the topic is discussed or talking to a therapist at the
Counseling Center. Should you choose to sit out on discussion of a certain topic, know
that you are still responsible for the material; but we can discuss if there are other
methods for accessing that material, and for assessing your learning on that material.
Class topics are discussed for the sole purpose of expanding your intellectual
engagement in the area of biblical studies, and | will support you throughout your
learning in this course.

PLNU Course Modality Definitions

1. Online Courses: These are courses with class meetings where all instruction
and interaction is fully online.

a. Synchronous Courses: At least one class meeting takes place at a
designated time.

b. Asynchronous Courses: All class meetings are asynchronous.

2. Hybrid Courses: These are courses with class meetings that take place both in the
classroom and online synchronously and/or asynchronously.

3. In-Person Courses: These are courses that meet in person with the instructor and
students in a physical classroom setting. With approval by the area dean, this may
include up to 25% of qualified class interactions through a Learning Management
System (such as Canvas).
