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Course Description

This course focuses on the developmental changes and challenges of adolescents and their families as
they deal with current societal issues, divorce, autonomy, peer relationships, sexuality, parent-adolescent
communication, values, teen pregnancy, substance abuse, and adolescents as parents. These major
issues affecting adolescents and their families are examined using data from a variety of theoretical,
empirical, and clinical viewpoints.

Prerequisite(s): CDV 3023 with a grade of C or better.

Course Learning Outcomes

The following student learning outcomes will be achieved by this course:

1. Investigate the knowledge of prominent individuals in the field of adolescent and family development
and understanding of how various theoretical viewpoints are applicable to the adolescent in the
context of the family.

2. ldentify the relevant biological, cognitive, and social-emotional changes that occur in adolescents and
be aware of how these affect the individual, the family, and society.

3. Analyze the components of healthy adolescent-parent relationships, including communication
patterns, taking into consideration the variations in culture, ethnicity, and various parenting styles.

4. ldentify risk actors in vulnerable adolescents and their families, and recognize protective factors that
can be strengthened.

5. Survey the impact of community, state, and national resources designed to enhance adolescent and
family development, and promote resiliency.
