Course Description
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A linguistic approach to the Greek language, building on the skills developed in Greek | students
will deal more extensively with New Testament texts.

Course Learning Outcomes
This course will enable you to:

1. Grasp the fundamentals of Greek Grammar to a point where guided reading of unseen
literature can be understood

2. Gain a developed appreciation of Greek Literature and the Hellenistic world in which the New
Testament took shape

3. Understand the Historical interpretation of the New Testament within the Christian Church.

4. Prepare you for further research in Ancient, Biblical and Medieval Greek.

5. Translate (without aid) the vocabulary words occurring more than 25 times in the Greek New
Testament.

This course will feature a signature assignment that evaluates your mastery of the GE learning
outcomes.
