Assignments submitted after the deadline will receive a 10% deduction for each calendar day late, up to
a maximum penalty of 50%.

Example: An assignment submitted 1 day late will lose 10%, 3 days late 30%, and 5 or more days late will
lose 50% (maximum).

This means you can still receive credit for your work even if it’s significantly late, but the highest
deduction applied will not exceed 50% of the assignment grade, except for in an unusual circumstance.

Assignments At-A-Glance

See Canvas for deadlines and assignment details.

News Stories (305 points): Students will write 7 news stories during the semester for a maximum of 35
points each. When stories are published by The Point, 10 points of extra credit will be awarded. Since
spelling and deadlines are critical in journalism, they rate special emphasis in grading. News stories will
be assessed for a total of 35 percent of the final grade.

Chapter Responses (250 points): Students will write 23 responses to assigned book chapters for a
maximum of 12 points each. These responses account for 25 percent of the final grade.

Quizzes on AP Style (100 points): Students will take 10 open-book quizzes on AP Style for a maximum of
10 points each. These quizzes account for 10 percent of the final grade.

Quizzes on Current Events (100 points): Students will take 10 in-class quizzes on current events valued at
10 points each. Quizzes will include one bonus question for a maximum potential of 10 points each.
These quizzes account for 10 percent of the final grade.

Canvas Assignments (150 points): A series of assignments will be submitted on Canvas to learn
introductory concepts in journalism and prepare students to write news stories. These exercises account
for 10 percent of the final grade.

Final Exam (51 points): Students will take a final exam at the end of the semester with questions
covering chapter readings and lecture materials.
