Course Description

By the end of this class, you will become familiar with how a digital magazine is produced, from start to
finish. You will also become familiar with key roles in magazine production including editorial,



marketing, art/design, social media and audience development. You will learn about the history of the
magazine format, as well as the current state of the industry and its more innovative advances.

Most of your time will be spent as a team player on an online magazine that you will create using
templates from website creation programs such as Wix or WordPress. You will also be required to
submit prospectuses covering various aspects of your online magazine including social media, visual
identity, market research, branding and more. The stories for your magazine should be original, based
on real-world topics.

By semesters’ end you will develop an online magazine prototype that you and your teammates will
present to the class on Tuesday, May 5.

Each of you will be responsible for developing two articles and a multimedia story (video or audio). The
first article should be at least 500 words in length, the second at least 1,100 words. The group will need

to demonstrate the value of presenting the magazine on multiple platforms, particularly online and on
social media.

Assignments submitted after the deadline will receive a 10% deduction for each calendar day late, up to
a maximum penalty of 50%. Incompletes will only be assigned in extremely unusual circumstances.

Example: An assignment submitted 1 day late will lose 10%, 3 days late 30%, and 5 or more days late will
lose 50% (maximum).

This means you can still receive credit for your work even if it’s significantly late, but the highest
deduction applied will not exceed 50% of the assighment grade, except for in an unusual circumstance.
