COURSE DESCRIPTION 
This course provides a culminating experience for students in their final year to connect their 
foundational knowledge in Kinesiology with their deeper vocation and calling. Students will learn 
to integrate the Christian faith into their professional lives, continue to discern their career 
calling, and prepare for graduate school or to enter the professional setting by developing a 
cover letter and resume, engaging in networking and mock interviews, presenting a culminating 
senior project, and becoming professionally socialized. 
 
COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES 
In this course, you will learn how to: 

1.​ Analyze, critically evaluate, and discuss ideas, arguments, and differing points of view on 
various topics that affect kinesiology & health sciences, faith, and morality. 

2.​ Construct a defendable position on particular issues of kinesiology & health sciences, 
faith, and morality in both written and oral formats. 

3.​ Prepare for their future vocation by practicing professional interpersonal and oral 
communication skills and creating job application documents. 
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4.​ Refine their concepts of vocation, calling, and the sacredness of work by reflecting on 
course material and dialoguing with peers. 

5.​ Assimilate, evaluate, analyze, and summarize research within a topic in kinesiology & 
health sciences relevant to their intended career and tie it to their understanding of 
calling and vocation.
