Course Description

MTH 1013 - College Algebra (3)
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A review and extension of elementary algebra, solutions of linear and quadratic equations, radicals,
inequalities, linear and quadratic functions, polynomial functions, exponential and logarithmic functions,
conic sections, sequences and series and graphing.

Prerequisite(s): MTH 0099 (or equivalent).

1. Students will be able to solve problems using linear equations, inequalities, graphs, and
functions.

2. Students will be able to solve systems of linear equations.
Students will be able to solve problems using polynomials and factoring.

4. Students will be able to solve problems using logarithms.

Assessment method: Homework and exams.
