Course Description
“Introductory experiences in the creation and production of computer-generated images. Includes the
use of graphics software to combine image, text, and technology; including Adobe Illustrator, Adobe
InDesign, and Adobe Photoshop.”

As a designer, you will come to use, on a daily basis, one or all of the programs that we will be covering
in this class. It is likely that they will become some of the primary “tools” with which you create. It is
therefore imperative that you are efficient and effective in your use of these programs. That said, these
tools will not design for you, and you should not rely on your abilities (or inabilities) with these tools to
solve (or not solve) a design problem. Being efficient and effective means making these tools work to
your thoughtful “designed” end. These tools can limit you as a designer, but they can also feed your
imagination.

Upon completion of this course, you will be able to:

1. Demonstrate effective and efficient use of the three primary graphic design Adobe software tools
(InDesign, Illustrator, and Photoshop)

2. Identify and define key terminology specific to the software and contemporary design production
3. Produce an original, thoughtful, and creative graphic design that is built to industry standards using

the three primary graphic design tools
4. Explain and discuss design decisions, as well as thoughtfully and respectfully critique the work of

fellow students

Effort (20%) - Turned in on time, and pushed yourself to experiment

For each software, you will be tasked with watching Demo videos and accomplishing mini-project tasks
relating to the skills learned in those videos. These videos and mini-projects will help you learn the key
skills of each software, which you can use on your current or future projects!

Your Behance process Page must include documentation of the work done in all phases of the design
process throughout the mini-term for each of the three core design projects. Documentation is scanned
or photographed with all phases of the project organized in a thoughtful way to promote your work. The
Behance Process Project Page is due on the last week. 

Each Project will be uploaded to behance.net and graded on Process, Concept, Presentation, Function,
and Effort.
