Course Description

Explores the principles of storytelling across a range of digital media formats, with emphasis on key
principles for creating story-rich content. Considers the role of agency, interactivity, story structure, and
narrative, as well as the opportunities and challenges raised by emerging interactive and transmedia
approaches to story-rich projects.

1. Identity strategies for storytelling in digital narratives.

2. Evaluate audience and how to create an emotional connection with storytelling.

3. Analyze digital narratives, including techniques used and components.

4. Apply Aristotle’s modes of persuasion to storytelling.

5. Create digital stories, including story arc, storyboards and production, utilizing various tools and
channels.
